ISoCaRP is a non-governmental organization recognized by the UN, UNCHS and the Council
of Europe and has a formal consultative status with UNESCO.

The objectives of ISoCaRP include the improvement of planning practice through the creation
of a global and active network of planners. ISoCaRP encourages the exchange between
planners, promotes the profession in all aspects, stimulates research, improves education and
training, increases information and awareness on major planning issues.
